Fontes

O desenvolvimento deste trabalho valeu-se de fontes primarias, tanto do texto

biblico quanto de autores especialistas na 4rea, e demais obras que tratam de
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assuntos do interesse da pesquisa. Também se utiliza de fontes secundéarias que
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contribuiram na formacgao do lastro bibliografico deste estudo.

Conclusbes

Surgidos nos portais da historia biblica, deslizando sutilmente através dos
tempos, 0S grupos pequenos mantiveram-se como principios de uma realidade vivida
pelo povo de Deus, principalmente no periodo apostélico e nos séculos que se
sucederam. O panorama apresentado nesta pesquisa revelou que 0S grupos
pequenos podem ser percebidos como um fio dourado, vindo desde o Eden,
projetando-se através da histéria; mergulham no subterrdneo da ldade Média para
ressurgirem vigorosos no periodo moderno, consolidando-se no movimento liderado
por John Wesley no século 18, cuja influéncia se faz sentir nos modelos praticados
pelas igrejas do presente.

Paul (David) Yonggi Cho e Ralph Neighbour Jr. iniciaram a construgdo de um
movimento internacional e interdenominacional que hoje se consolida na experiéncia
de outras liderangas em milhares de igrejas ao redor do mundo. Buscando construir
seu proprio modelo, a IASD no Brasil tem avancado em dire¢cdo a consolidacdo dos
Pequenos Grupos como um modelo biblico e apostélico, e como um importante

instrumento no cumprimento de sua missao profética.

Topic
The biblical, theological and historical basis presented in this research involves

an analysis of the Small Groups throughout history, since their origin until the present
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day, with emphasis on the practices developed by the Seventh-Day Adventist Church
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in Brazil.

Purpose

The purpose of this study is to build a biblical, theological and historical
foundation for the Small Groups/Cells as well as define and present the historical origin
and circumstances of their development, particularly in the Seventh-Day Adventist

Church, and their importance and contribution to this church.

Sources

The development of this research was underpinned by primary sources from the
Biblical text as well as from expert authors on the subject. Other additional sources
dealing with the research topic were also used. It also embraces secondary sources

that contributed to the development of the bibliographic coverage of this study.

Conclusions

Appearing on the entryways of Biblical history, subtly slipping throughout time,
the small groups remained as principles of a reality lived by God’s people, especially
during the apostolic period and the centuries that followed it. The perspective
presented in this study revealed that the small groups can be understood as a golden
thread, coming from Eden, projecting throughout history, plunging into the underground
of the Medieval Age to strongly resurface in the modern period, getting consolidated in
the movement led by John Wesley in the 18t Century, whose influence has been felt in

the models practiced by the churches of our days.
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Paul (David) Yonggi Cho and Ralph Neighbour introduced the development of
an international and interdenominational movement, which nowadays is consolidated in
the experience of other leaderships in thousands of churches around the world. Trying
to build its own model, the Seventh-Day Adventist Church in Brazil has moved towards
the consolidation of the Small Groups as an apostolic and biblical model, and as an

important tool for the fulfillment of its prophetic mission.
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
